The HO scale RR is in a 1700 sq. ft. finished 

basement.  It‟s designed for point-to-point operation  

with continuous running available on a double track 

main line.  Although this model railroad is under 

construction, the conventional L-girder benchwork 

is about ¾ complete with around 750 feet of 

mainline and yard track already down.  

Williamsport and Allentown are complete with 

scenery and some detail.  A Lenz DCC system 

powers the railroad.

N scale CSX – Warm Spring Run Subdivision.  

Stan‟s layout is based in the late 1990‟s to early part 

of this century.

It is largely 

prototypical, with some freelancing.  The main 

features are Hancock Yard, US Silica, and Berkeley 

Springs, WV.

During 

operations, the CSX will interchange with bothe 

Western Maryland (modeler‟s license) and the 

South Branch  Valley RR.

What else – Possible visit to Linn Moedingers‟ 

model railroad layout.  Also, the Railroad Museum 

of Pennsylvania is right across the street. 

Who – SMD members and their families or friends. 

How much --  For any member who; hosted a 

division meeting, gave a clinic, worked on the 

convention (committee, clinic, tour guide, open 

house, Ops session, helper) in 2009 or so far in 

2010, SMD will pay the train and shop tour ticket 

for you and one guest.   

 

If you did not do any of the above but are a 

member, SMD will pay for you, but not for a guest.

Bridge” tour that are on the SMD web site 

(www.smdnmra.org)   I particularly noticed the 

Legore bridge.  It seemed interesting and also 

familiar.  A search on the web came up with this 

site   

http://www.historicbridges.org/maryland/legore/ind

ex.htm which I found quite informative.  I realize 

now that while Jane and I have ridden across this 

bridge on one of our bicycle rides, I was never quite 

sure where it was.  The website gives information 

and also its location.  I went to see it this afternoon 

(11/11/09).  It is a real beauty, and worth a trip to 

see it.  The restoration work has been completed 

and the bridge is open to traffic (none to speak of) 

and free of construction stuff.  Here are some 

pictures of it with a month‟s fewer leaves on the 

trees. 

 

In this shot you can see all 5 arches. 

 
 

This bridge was intended to be part of a large 

complex; a dam and an electric power plant were 

planned but never built.  There is sadness and strife 

here as well.  The builder‟s son jumped off the 

bridge and died, and during construction one of the 

main piers was blown up! 

 

This shot shows the stone work best. 

 
 

 

This shot shows that the arches are not a consistent 

radius; even the left and right side of the same arch 

can vary. 

 
 

 

Being a model railroader, I was curious to see what 

other bridges this site might list.  There are a lot in 

Frederick county MD.  I also found a very 

interesting railroad bridge listed in Howard county 

MD.  Have you ever seen a Bollman Truss bridge?  

You should check it out.  Wow, that would be a 

model!  There were several more railroad bridges 

(in addition to many street bridges) in Summerset 

county PA.  Thanks Don, for taking me down this 

road.
